Summary

Melnyk V. M. The Division of Greater Armenia by the Roman Empire and Sasanian Eransahr: The
Problem of International Legal Personality in 387 AD. — Article.

The article is devoted to an important episode from the history of international legal practice
of the Roman Empire. The focus is on the diplomatic interaction between the Roman Empire and
Sasanian Iran. The territory of the so-called “Great Armenia” (“Armenia Maior”) was the traditional
object of diplomatic communication and permanent military confrontations between the Persians and
the Romans. In 363 AD the Roman Empire was forced to conclude a humiliating Peace Treaty with
Iran. According to the terms of the Nisibis Peace Agreement, Imperial Rome renounced the zone of
political interests in Armenia. This zone came under the jurisdiction of Sasanian Iran. Nevertheless,
for twenty years after the conclusion of peace, the Romans continued to influence the sentiments of
the aristocracy of Western Armenia. This was facilitated by the Christian identity of the Armenian
elites and the loyalty of part of the Armenian army to the ancient Arshacid dynasty. (By the way,
this Armenian ruling dynasty had a completely Parthian origin). Instead, Sasanian Iran managed to
win the favor of the Armenian population of the eastern and southern regions of the country. When
Theodosius the Great (379-395 AD) took the imperial throne in Constantinople, the actual division of
the former Great Armenia had already become a reality. However, on the eve of the conclusion of the
new diplomatic agreement, the Persians once again tried to gain power over all of historical Armenia by
force. Mutual exhaustion and a series of parallel internal problems forced the new Persian ruler Shapur
111 (384-389 AD) to compromise with Theodosius. The Persian and Roman ambassadors realized that the
actual state of affairs had to be transferred to the legal plane. Under the sanction of the Ctesiphon, the
Persians signed an addendum to the peace agreement with the Roman Empire. According to additional
conditions (387 AD), Greater Armenia was abolished as a special political entity. Part of the Armenian
territories was included in the satrapies of Persia, part was transferred to the provinces of the Empire.
Conditionally autonomous rule of the Arshacid dynasty was preserved, but the sphere of their rule was
also divided into two parts. The pro-Iranian rule of Khosrov IV Arshacid was established in Eastern
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Armenia, and the Roman rule of Arshak III Arshacid was established in Western Armenia. Already in
389 AD, Theodosius the Great decided to abandon the practice of autonomous rule of the allied dynasty
and fully annexed Armenia to the Pontus diocese of the Roman Empire.
